MINUTES.

SETTING UP THE GAME: USE A PLAYING BOARD MAP OF THE UNITED
STATES. RED DOTS IDENTIFY VARIOUS LANDMARK LOCATIONS THROUGHOUT
THE COUNTRY.

PARTNERS OR TEAMS: SELECT A STICKER OF A DIFFERENT COLOR TO USE
AS CARS FOR THE GAME. PLACE ALL CARS ON THE NEBRrRAsSkA/Ilowa
STARTING LINE.

THE TEACHER/FACILITATOR READS A WEEKLY NEWSBOWL QUESTION IN
